Mary Robson is Creative Facilitator to the Institute of Medical Humanities at the University of Durham. Trained 
as a theater designer, her work includes convening and running research groups of large, interdisciplinary 
projects, and working with researchers and research participants to make creative outputs: as producer/
director of short films, participatory theatre pieces, audio pieces, and arts workshops. She places a particular 
emphasis on interdisciplinarity and transferable methodology. Mary’s recent work as a creative facilitator also 
includes projects with Exeter University, Trinity College Dublin and Kings College London. 

Mary has received a Royal Society of Public Health award for ‘innovative and outstanding contributions to arts 
and health’.
